TAC reviewed and discussed the score ranking.  Darrell West explained that the STBG-U 
program only has one million dollars available for new projects.   
 
Chris Canfield made the motion to put the Woodruff Pavement project and the Citywide Radar 
Signs into the program.  Kerry Beutler seconded the motion.  Those voting in favor of the 
motion Micah Austin, Kerry Beutler, Chris Canfield, Kent Fugal, Paul Scoresby, Aaron Swenson, 
Max Wolf and Tracy Bono. Lance Bates voted in opposition to adding the Woodruff Pavement 
project, because adding it will exceed the pavement program limit of twenty percent. The 
motion was passed.  
 

DISCUSSION ITEMS 
 

Update on STBG-U Funding Distribution – Darrell West explained what has been taking place 
with the new transportation bill and the allocations for the STBG-U program.  He described the 
table which shows a significate increase in funding.  The MPOs’ of the state are recommending 
the IIJA apportionments be used to allocate transportation dollars. This table will be discussed 
in the meeting in April.  TAC requested that if there are additional funds to the program, the 
BMPO add new project applications to the FY 2023 STBG-U.
