ACTION ITEMS

STBG-U Existing Project Priorities

Darrell West discussed existing STBG-U project priorities with TAC Members. It was moved by Lance
Bates that TAC recommend existing STBG-U Project Key # 24242 Ammon/1t Street Intersection
Improvements as 1%t priority and STBG-U Project Key # 24241 Holmes, Sunnyside to Taylorview
Roadway Improvements as 2" priority to Policy Board. The motion was seconded by Tracy Bono. The
vote was unanimous, the motion passed.



STBG-U New Project Priorities

Darrell West went over STBG-Urban Project Submittals and Scoring with TAC Members. Four projects
at a total cost of over $4 million. Three projects were roadway reconstruction and expansion,

and one project focused on pavement conditions. Two local communities submitted 4 projects,

City of Ammon — 3 projects and City of Idaho Falls — 1 project. Ten TAC members participated in scoring
the projects.

It was moved by Chris Canfield to recommend to the Policy Board the new STBG-U Projects priorities as
follows: 1t Sunnyside (5th E to 25th E) and 17th (15th E to 25th E) Pavement Rehabilitation — City of
Idaho Falls, 2"¥ Ammon Road and John Adams Intersection Improvements — City of Ammon,

34 17th and Crowley Road Intersection Improvements — City of Ammon, 4™ 21st and Crowley Road
Intersection Improvements — City of Ammon. The motion was seconded by Kade Marquez. The vote
was unanimous, the motion passed.

Carbon Reduction Project Priorities
DaNiel Jose discussed the Carbon Reduction Projects with TAC Members.

Priority Strategies and Eligible Project Types
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The City of Idaho Falls submitted three projects. It was moved by Chris Canfield to accept the
prioritization of the projects submitted by the City of Idaho Falls as follows: Sunnyside to 49th Canal
Path, Yellowstone Ave Sidewalk, GIFT Hybrid Vans with revised 1150’s. The motion was seconded by
Kade Marquez. The vote was unanimous, the motion passed.
